VIEP Sponsored Workshops:
VIEP Conferences have been held primarily in the Capital Regional District (CRD) of Southern Vancouver Island since 2004. The VIEP Conference will continue in the CRD every second year. In years during which there will be no conference, the VIEP Conference Society will support a limited number of VIEP Sponsored Workshops, depending on available funding, to be conducted in communities outside of the CRD. 
The VIEP Conference Society will support local communities in hosting a VIEP Sponsored Workshop by:

· Hosting the VIEP Conference website, providing advertising and information sharing assistance;

· Providing the host community with a $200 grant;

· Providing the host community with a list of prospective sponsors and sponsorship guidelines; and

· Providing access to emergency preparedness volunteers with experience in conference and workshop organization. 

VIEP Sponsored Workshop Objectives and Requirements:

Prospective VIEP Sponsored Workshop host communities must complete the attached workshop application form, verifying that the objectives and requirements of the VIEP Sponsored Workshop will be met. 

The objectives of VIEP Sponsored Workshops are to:

1. Provide networking opportunities between emergency preparedness disciplines and organizations; and

2. Provide educational opportunities for emergency preparedness volunteers. 

Each VIEP Sponsored Workshop is required to:

1. Relate to the discipline of emergency preparedness;

2. Be made open to participants from areas outside the host community;

3. Be relevant to more than one discipline of emergency management (see Appendix A for a list of possible disciplines); 
4. Be organized by a team made up of members from at least three (3) emergency preparedness groups/agencies (see Appendix B for a list of possible agencies);
5. Take place before June 30, 2012; 

6. Target a minimum of 30 participants;

7. Submit a post-workshop report (template will be made available) to the VIEP Conference Society within one month of the workshop outlining:

a. Number of participants

b. Topics addressed and list of presenters
c. Participating agencies

d. Summary of feedback (formal or informal)

e. Financial summary

Prospective VIEP Sponsored Workshop host communities are requested to fill out the bid form below, verifying that the VIEP Sponsored Workshop objectives and requirements will be met. In the event that there are more applications than annual funding will allow, the VIEP Conference Society will select applications based on:
· Location: communities that have not yet hosted a VIEP Conference or Workshop will be giving priority over previous VIEP host communities. The Society will also consider proximity to other proposed workshops and will work with prospective host communities to alleviate any duplication of efforts.
· Target Audience: priority will be given to proposed workshops that may appeal to the greatest number of emergency management disciplines.
